HOLY FAMILY OF JESUS, MARY AND JOSEPH

 Adolescents are often characterized in American culture as 

moody, rebellious, unresponsive to adults, secretive, addicted to text 

messaging, and generally disconnected from their families. The carica-

ture carries over into films, televisions shows, and comic strips like 

"Zits." Television sitcoms often garner great laughs by pitting younger, 

wittier children against adolescents to the delight of onlooking parents. 

Such views only serve to separate the members of a family rather than 

unite them as one household. 

 While we may laugh at the humor, letting culture define family 

life is not the direction offered by Christian experience. For starters, 

Christians begin with baptism, recognizing that each member of the 

family shares in the gift of the Holy Spirit that dwells in our hearts. As 

the writer of the First Letter of John says, "We are God's children now." 

In the family, each member is a precious gift with talents given by God. 

 The adolescent Jesus slipped away from Mary and Joseph in Sunday's Gospel. (Has it ever happened to you where one of 

your older kids slipped away because they wanted to stay out a little longer?) In the end, his actions were seen as part of God's larger 

plan. It remains a delicate balance in helping children to discern their gifts as they grow older, while at the same time providing the 

discipline and structure that will protect and guide them. This feast that we celebrate today reminds us that the balance comes from 

seeing ourselves as a family with God in our midst. With that as the starting point, rather than the culture of the day, we can all learn 

how to be about our heavenly Father's business.

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THE PASTORõS REFLECTION 

Reflection by Father Tony 
 

ñWhen his parents saw him, they were astonished, and his mother said to him, óSon, why have you done this to us?ôò 
 

Not being a parent, I cannot begin to imagine the emotional pain of losing a child, even for a moment. I cannot imagine 

the excruciating fear and anxiety that Mary and Joseph felt in their desperate search for Jesus, lost amongst the many 

pilgrims leaving Jerusalem after the feast of the Passover. When He is found, in the Temple, engaged in dialogue with 

the teachers of the Law, the motherôs heart is filled with relief, and all that pent-up anxiety is released into the reproach, 

ñWhy. . . Why have you done this to us?ò 
 

Perhaps many parents wish to ask that same question to their children, ñWhy have you put us through this agony? We 

love you, and yet you wonôt allow us to love you. We want to hold you, hold onto you, and you push us away.ò As 

Maryôs question echoes in the hearts of many parents in so many situations of life, I would like to invite you to see an 

even deeper significance to this question. Mary is not only asking her child, ñWhy have you done this?ò She is posing 

this question to the Son of God. ñWhy have you done this to us?ò She, like many of us, ask, ñWhy, God, why?ò 
 

From the moment of the annunciation, Mary received this child into her heart, into her womb, understanding this child 

to be the fulfillment of a promise. A Savior has been promised, one who would redeem Israel. God would no longer be 

silent in heaven, but would speak His Word in a clear and definitive way, in the miraculous way of that Word taking on 

flesh. And that Word would be a Word of hope to the discouraged, a Light to those who dwell in darkness, a strength to 

those who are weary. Jesus is the fulfillment of the hope that God really cares about what I am going through in my life. 
 

And then He is gone ï He has disappeared. See in the story not just a lost child who has wandered away from his  

parents; see as well the times in your life when you lost the assurances that Jesus would care for you, Jesus would walk 

with you, Jesus would be with you. See in this story your search for Jesus who hid himself from you. Remember those 

moments in your life, times of tragedy, times of loss, when it seemed that you had lost your faith in God because he 

seemingly was lost to you. In those moments of desolation and confusion, do we not also cry out, ñGod, why have you 

done this to us?ò 
 

What is Godôs answer to us in those moments of desolation? The child Jesus said to his mother and father, ñWhy were 

you looking for me? Did you not know that I must be in my Fatherôs house?ò It was as if Jesus wanted to spare His    

parents  the anxiety of the search, telling them, ñYou should have started right here, in the Temple. Of course, this is 

where I would be.ò  
 

As Catholics, we have the greatest privilege of knowing where He is at all times ï in the Tabernacle, His Eucharistic 

presence is a Real presence, reminding us that eternally He offers himself as a sacrifice to the Father for our sake. At the 

right hand of the Father, our great and eternal High Priest makes intercession for us. He is here in the tabernacle ï and in 

His Presence He is praying for you to the Father. In His presence, there is no need for fear or anxiety. He is here. 
 

St. John Vianney, the Curé of Ars (that is, the parish priest of the village of Ars, France), would often times stop in the 

middle of his homily and point to the Tabernacle in his church and repeat over and over again: ñHe is here. . .He is here. 

Il est la, celui qui nous aime tante!ò Would that we have that same fire of faith as St. John Vianney, to know with abso-

lute certitude that the God we are searching for is present, in the Tabernacle. He is here ï where else would you  expect 

to find Him? 
 

It is an emerging dream in our parish to someday build a small little chapel where the Eucharist would be present, seven 

days a week, twenty-four hours a day. Imagine that someone searching for God, searching for consolation and hope, 

searching for His peace, would be able to know exactly where to go, any time of the day or night, to find His presence 

giving us strength, confidence, hope, relief from all fears and anxieties. Let us together dream this dream that all who are 

searching for Christ may come to find Him and to know the peace that He alone can bring in the Holy Eucharist.
