The whole purpose of marriage preparation is to placea cou-
pl ebébs relationshi p .@hrenardageopfepamtior prograro has tera patie diret pagt is n
called FOCCUS (an acronym that stands for Facilitating Open Couple Communication Understand and Study). FOC-
CUS provides each couple withasurtey pe i nstrument which each pefés

the engaged couple to their home in order to offer confidential feedback from the instrument. The feedback
the couple "focus" on various issues that will later be discussed at tGapaeveekend.

Our preCana weekend is the second half of marriage preparation. The weekends are given twice a year whefe groups
of ten engaged couples meet with two married team couples who act as discussion leaders throughout the weekend.
These teaching couples help to prepare the couples for the Sacrament of marriage by sharing their own life gxperienc
as a couple in light of their Catholic faith. We use a book entitlBa:cision to Lovevhich has a curriculum coverin
such topics as communication, decision making, finances, children, and spirituality. More than just a series of boring
lectures given by the team couples, there is so much interaction and discussion among the engaged and maliried cou-
ples, as well as the opportunity for the couples to discuss issues among themselves. Over the course of the Wweekend,
the time shared together in discussion, at meals and even in thdibredak between events, the couples have a real
experience of Churchan experience of mutual support in helping one another enter into this awesome vocatipn of
marriage. The weekend experience concludes with parish celebration of Mass followed by a lunch with the families of
the engaged couples.

In future articles this month, we will talk a little bit about our team couples and about ways in which others mgy enter
into this great ministry in our Church.
